TREASURES FROM  OUR TRADITION  
 If your parish is reading from Year B of the Lec-
tionary today, and not Year A, as is normally done when 
there are elect present for the scrutinies and preparing for 
Easter baptism, you hear about Jesus driving the money-
changers from the temple. If you wished to get as close as 
possible to this site today, you would in fact be at a Mus-
lim shrine, the Dome of the Rock, built on the ruins of 
Herod’s temple.  Archeologists believe that this 
striking, gold-domed crown of a shrine is set precisely 
where the Holy of Holies once was. Jews believe that the 
rock is the exact spot where Abraham was prepared to 
sacrifice Isaac. It is not a mosque, as some think, but a 
shrine, the oldest one in the Muslim world. For them, the 
rock is the place from which the Prophet Mohammed as-
cended on a visit to heaven. The Crusaders mistook the 
shrine for the actual Temple of Solomon, and the infa-
mous Knights Templar used it as their headquarters and 
model for their churches elsewhere. The geometric per-
fection of the shrine is a mathematician’s dream. The in-
scriptions are not exactly hospitable though, since they 
encourage Christians to “depart from error” and declare 
that “Jesus son of Mary was only a messenger of God.” In 
ancient times, those who prayed here after walking 
around the rock were given a certificate entitling the bear-
er to admission to paradise. The ticket had to be buried 
with them.

 3rd Sunday of Lent  

    Life-giving Water  

 During the season of Lent, those who are 
seeking full communion with the Catholic Church 
through the RCIA are on a journey and the period 
for this time of the liturgical year is called            
Purification and Enlightenment.  As we all become 
more aware of our need for God’s mercy and            
forgiveness through purification of our sins and   
limitations, God also shares the gift of              
enlightenment so that we are aware of God’s wis-
dom and our free will to choose a different path 
from our sinful ways to our choosing virtuous ways. 
 This being the Third Sunday of Lent, those 
who are seeking baptism, who are now called the 
Elect, also experience the First Scrutiny of three 
scrutinies.  The purpose of the scrutinies is two-fold.  
First, these Rites (rituals) help uncover and heal the 
weaknesses of the Elect.  Secondly, they reveal and 
strengthen what is virtuous in them.  We pray as a 
Church that the Elect may be delivered from the 
power of sin and strengthened in Christ.    
 Although we are in the “B cycle” of the    
Liturgical Year, we will read from the “A cycle” for 
the next three Sundays of Lent because of their   
content that helps reflect upon the purification and 
enlightenment journey.  Flowing through these  
readings today is the image of water.  In the gospel, 
Jesus meets the Samaritan woman at the well and 
offers her the water of eternal life.  We journey to 
the well and there discover that Jesus Christ is the 
living water that quenches every thirst.  
 As we celebrate the first scrutiny for those 
who will be baptized at the Easter Vigil, let us recall 
the thirst-quenching, life-giving waters of our own 
baptism; looking to Christ to be the way that leads to 
freedom from sin and the New Life that baptism 
brings and is “resealed” in our reconciliation.    

Do You Know?  About RCIA for 
Candidates; those who are          
already baptized?    
 Last Sunday we celebrated the On-going 
Conversion of our RCIA Candidates.  As they     
continue to seek full communion with the Catholic 
Church through Eucharist and Confirmation, we 
acknowledge and honor their valid baptism (In the 
name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy 
Spirit), even if in another faith tradition; because we 
“acknowledge one baptism” in the Creed.  In 
RCIA, they are known as Candidates while those 
who are seeking baptism and the other Initiation  
Sacraments are known initially as Catechumens and 
then after the First Sunday of Lent, meeting the 
Bishop for the Rite of Elect, they now become 
known as The Elect.       
 The baptized Christian is to receive both  
doctrinal and spiritual preparation.  The candidate 
should learn to deepen their understanding of their 
baptism.  One who was born and baptized outside 
the visible communion of the Catholic Church, is to 
make a profession of faith, confess sins according to 
their conscience, be accompanied by a sponsor and 
prepare for their First Eucharist into full communion.
