13th Sunday in Ordinary Time             

“Do not be afraid; only have faith”  

 Does God care about us?  It seems like a 
question that is unanswerable.  But God has already 
answered it.  God answered it by coming into our 
world in the person of Jesus Christ.  Jesus came not 
only into our world, but also into the lives of          
individual human beings, to show his loving concern 
for them.  For evidence, we need go no further than 
today’s Gospel.     
 First, there is an unhappy woman who for 
twelve long years has suffered from a hemorrhage.  It 
has left her weak and nearly penniless—lots of doc-
tor bills and no cure—and has left her, and anyone 
who touches her, ritually unclean.  She still stretches 
out  and touches the cloak of Jesus; immediately she 
feels power coursing through her body and knows 
that her complaint is no more.  Jesus gives her cour-
age to tell her story publicly.  It is her faith that has 
won the cure and now she can go forth “in peace”. 
 Secondly, there is the twelve year old girl that 
becomes gravely sick.  Her distraught father seeks 
the help of Jesus and begs him to come, but Jesus is 
delayed and was told that the child had died.  Taking 
the child by the hand, Jesus says, “Talitha, kum!”, 
“Little girl, get up!”  Then Jesus restores her life. 
 There are times when we feel that God is so 
far away.  Today’s Gospel shows how mistaken we 
are.  Each time Jesus works a miracle, it’s a sign of 
his Might Power; but more importantly, it is a 
demonstration of his deep love for ordinary people, 
like ourselves.  That conviction brings joy into our 
lives, it bolsters our faith in difficult times; it encour-
ages us never to give up hope and it assures us that 
despite our littleness, we are important as deeply 
loved and cared for by our great heavenly Father. 
 However, what about the times when there is 
no cure, there is inevitable death, even in the midst of 
our prayers and our begging Jesus for a cure like the 
hemorrhaging  woman; the distraught father.  The 
message of Jesus is still the same, “Do not be afraid; 
only have faith”.  Healing in God’s Kingdom is 
greater than our physical bodies that are limited and 
frail in this world.  Healing to receive the gift of life 
eternal and salvation can only come from God; it’s a 
gift we cannot give to ourselves and no one can give 
to us, not even the best doctors in the world.  It may 
be spiritual or emotional healing that is need most to 
receive the God’s gift of salvation.  And, it may be 
the healing of those around the sick that is needed.        

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 The reign of God comes about because people com-
mit to reversing their lives completely, to embracing new 
vision, new values. Many popular television shows ex-
ploit an unattractive side of human nature by pitting con-
testants against one another, even to the point of perform-
ing dangerous stunts or devious schemes, to gain money 
or favor. 
 At the liturgy, we counter that impulse by committing 
ourselves to live generously. In response to Christ’s total 
gift, we offer bread and wine as the emblems of our lives, 
our hopes, our joys and sorrows. The bread and wine car-
ried to the altar contain our lives, and by offering our lives 
to God, we prepare to receive the gift of God’s own life. 
We are to become what we receive: the body of Christ. 
 On Sundays, this self-giving is often accompanied by 
a collection and procession of gifts for the poor and mon-
ey for the upkeep of the parish. There are certainly other 
methods of collecting money, some perhaps more effi-
cient. Yet the acts of giving from our abundance and at-
tending to the needs of the poor open us up to participa-
tion in the changes the Reign of God requires. 

Do You Know?... The healing ministry 
of the Catholic Church?   
 Today some Christians go to extremes in 
their expectation of divine healing. On one hand, 
some say that if a Christian is not healed of all his 
diseases, this reflects his lack of faith. Others claim 
that divine healings were only for the apostolic age, 
when all diseases were healed instantly and          
automatically. Both extremes are wrong.    
 As James pointed out just a chapter earlier, 
"You do not know about tomorrow. What is your 
life? For you are a mist that appears for a little time 
and then vanishes. Instead you ought to say, ‘If the 
Lord wills, we shall live..." (Jas. 4:14–15). We have 
a promise of healing, but not an unqualified one. It 
is conditional on the will of God.  
 If God can heal us, why doesn’t he? Why 
isn’t it always his will to do so?  Even though we 
must face a certain amount of suffering and afflic-
tion in this life, we know God’s grace is sufficient to 
sustain us. All of God’s graces, including physical 
health, are bestowed to lead to the salvation of our 
souls. The Catholic Church teaches that the sacra-
ment brings "the restoration of health, if it is condu-
cive to the salvation of his soul" (CCC 1532).  This 
applies also to the physical suffering of death, which 
will come for each of us one day; "As for man, his 
days are like grass; he flourishes like a flower of the 
field; for the wind passes over it, and it is gone, and 
its place knows it no more" (Ps. 103:15–16).

THE MASTER STORYTELLER 
 In today’s Gospel, Jesus is presented to us as the 
master storyteller. He loved to use parables as a tool for 
comparing one thing to something else. In most of his 
parables, Jesus revealed who God is by comparing God’s 
essence or actions with something familiar to his listen-
ers. In the parable of the mustard seed, Jesus proclaims a 
marvelous and irrefutable truth. His small band of disci-
ples, as insignificant as they may have felt, would one 
day produce a mighty kingdom whose growth was initi-
ated by God. The seeds of this kingdom were planted by 
God and it is God who will harvest the fruit brought forth 
from those seeds. The extent of the growth of God’s 
kingdom cannot be predicted. We must trust the work of 
the Master’s hand as we, the mustard plant, grow and 
grow. 

Catholic Church in America - Pope Pius VI 
named John Carroll the first bishop of the United 
States of America in 1789.  His cousin, Charles   
Carroll, was one of America’s Founding Fathers and 
the only Catholic to sign the Declaration of          
Independence.  Bishop Carroll would become the 
first archbishop when the Diocese of Baltimore   
Maryland-the mother diocese of the United States-
was elevated to the status of Archdiocese.          
Archbishop Carroll was also the founder of      
America’s first Catholic University-Georgetown.  
These interesting facts are a testament that Catholics 
are integral to the founding of our nation. The most 
famous part of the Declaration of Independence   
explicitly points to God; “We hold these truths to be 
self-evident, that all men are created equal, that they 
are endowed by their Creator with certain            
unalienable rights, that among these are life, liberty, 
and the pursuit of happiness.”
