14th Sunday in Ordinary Time     

 How do we feel when we are treated unfair-
ly? Jesus also encountered opposition and unpopular-
ity in his own country. We see in today’s Gospel that 
the people in his home town of Nazareth would not 
accept him, and that their lack of faith prevented him 
from performing any great miracles there. He  
stated, “A prophet is only despised in his own  
country, among his own relations and in his own 
house.” According to Luke’s Gospel the people of 
his home town were so enraged with him and his 
teaching that they tried to throw him over a cliff, but 
he faced them down and escaped. On the other hand, 
Jesus sometimes found great faith among people who 
were not of his own country or race or religion, such 
as the Samaritan leper of whom he cured, or the  
Roman centurion whom he said, “I tell you solemnly, 
nowhere in Israel have I found faith like this”; or yet 
again, the Canaanite woman whose daughter he 
healed, by telling her, “Woman, you have great 
faith.” 
 The apostles, when they began to preach after 
Jesus’ resurrection and the coming of the Holy Spirit 
at Pentecost, were to find that the Gentiles responded 
far more readily to the message of the Gospel than 
did the people of Jesus’-and their-own race. Paul and 
Barnabas were moved by exasperation to say to the 
Jewish people of Antioch in Pisidia, “We had to  
proclaim the word of God to you first, but since you 
have rejected it, since you do not think yourselves 
worthy of eternal life, we must turn to the pagans.” 
 We might do well to keep these examples in 
mind with our attempts to proclaim the Gospel. 
Many of us, are glad to support the missions in other 
countries, but what about those close to home? If we 
attempted to spread the Gospel outside the doors of 
our churches at all, we tend to only address our own 
church community: what about those “Chreasters” 
that only attend church at Christmas and Easter, or 
those that only send their children to CCD but don’t 
attend Mass on a regular basis, those that have fallen 
away from our Catholic Faith. We need to evangelize 
as often as we can, especially to those. Pope Francis 
has urged us all to go out from our churches and 
bring the message of the joy of the Gospel to ALL 
people. If we heed this call and proclaim the Gospel 
to people of other religions or none, or of very differ-
ent cultures from our own, we just might experience 
a greater success? “Duc in altum”, that is, “Put out 
into the deep.” As per Jesus’ instruction…”Put out 
into deep water and pay out your nets for a catch.”          

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 Last week’s Treasure mentioned the “Nuns of the 
Battlefield,” religious sisters from several communities 
who served as nurses in the Civil War. Florence Nightin-
gale had only instituted female nurses a decade before in 
the Crimean War, so the idea of women tending to 
wounded soldiers was extraordinary. The medical and 
sanitary conditions on the battlefields were appalling, and 
the sisters were nearly all teachers. Few had any medical 
training beyond what they had learned as youngsters in 
the family. Anti-Catholic prejudice was so deeply en-
trenched in America that sisters could not wear their hab-
its in public. These sisters were the first, and people on 
both the Union and Confederate sides soon began to mar-
vel at their bravery, efficiency, and respect for Protestant 
soldiers. More than six hundred sisters from twenty-one 
communities went to war, serving in wretched condi-
tions. They were tough and single-minded, efficient and 
fearless.  
 After the war, sisters could appear in public every-
where in the reunited nation, and often received the 
praise and gratitude of grateful soldiers and family mem-
bers on behalf of their sister nurses. An outdoor monu-
ment to the “Nuns of the Battlefield” stands in Washing-
ton at M Street and Rhode Island Avenue. The inscrip-
tion reads: “They comforted the dying, nursed the 
wounded, carried hope to the imprisoned, gave in His 
name a drink of water to the thirsty.”

OBSTACLES 
 The prophet Ezekiel, Saint Paul, and the Lord Jesus 
share something in common in today’s scripture read-
ings. They all experience obstacles to their ministry.  
Ezekiel is summoned to prophesy to the Israelites, who 
are “[h]ard of face and obstinate of heart” (Ezekiel 2:4). 
Saint Paul recounts how he has been given a “thorn in the 
flesh” (2 Corinthians 12:7). The Lord Jesus is unable to 
perform many signs in his native place. The Gospel tells 
us that “[he] was amazed at their lack of faith” (Mark 
6:6). We too sometimes encounter obstacles as we travel 
along the journey of faith. So often we experience weak-
ness on this journey. Let the words of the Lord to Saint 
Paul encourage us today: “My grace is sufficient for you, 
for power is made perfect in weakness” (2 Corinthians 
12:9).

 Is your faith weak or strong? Most of us have  
moments in which our answer could simply be “Yes!” 
Faith is not a once-and-for-all thing. Our faith ebbs and 
flows, along with changes in life circumstances, as we 
mature and grow in relationship with Christ and with one 
another. Pope Francis speaks to this in The Joy of the 
Gospel, when he encourages us to be open to an encoun-
ter with God’s love daily. In these encounters, like the 
one that the people in the synagogue had with Jesus in 
today’s Gospel, we may be astonished at God’s love and 
are invited to accept it. Weakness in faith is not always 
the result of some failure on our part. We may simply be 
at a crossroads, at which we cannot clearly see or under-
stand what comes next. It is at such a time that we step 
out in blind faith with the assurance that God’s love 
awaits us in every moment. 
 The opposite of strong faith may not be weak-
ness, but rather misplacing faith by relying on ourselves, 
our material possessions, or others. When we think we 
can do things on our own, we leave very little room for 
God in our lives. When we develop a false sense of secu-
rity that is rooted in material things, our trust in Jesus is 
quite shallow. Growing in faith calls us to rely on God’s 
great goodness above all things. When we open our 
minds and hearts and allow ourselves to be astonished at 
the love and life found in Jesus Christ, we realize that we 
do not need to rely on ourselves. Saint Paul teaches us a 
very important lesson about this in his second letter to the 
Corinthians, in which we hear, “My grace is sufficient for 
you, for power is made perfect in weakness.” 
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
